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1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1. Background about the International Coastal Cleanup Day  

Every year, on the third Saturday in September, the International Coastal Cleanup Day (ICCD) is 

celebrated.  This is the single largest coastal clean-up day in the world, and 2021 will mark the 35th 

year of the ICCD in action.  In 2019, more than 940,000 volunteers from all around the world 

removed over 16 million pounds of trash along 24,500 miles of beaches and waterways. Over the 

last almost 35 years, more than 50 million volunteers removed more than 617 million pounds of 

trash in 180 countries around the world.  Marine litter is a global, intergenerational, and 

transboundary issue that negatively affects the environment, people and coastal economies around 

the world.   

1.2. Involvement of SPREP in International Coastal Clean-up Day 2021 

Marine litter is a global, intergenerational and transboundary issue that negatively affects the 

environment, people and coastal economies around the world. Under the theme of marine litter 

management, the AFD-funded SWAP (Committing to Sustainable Waste Actions in the Pacific) 

project wished to participate in the International Coastal Clean-up Day 2021 by supporting ten clean-

up actions among the SWAP islands (Fiji, French Polynesia, Samoa, Solomon Islands, Tonga, Vanuatu, 

and Wallis and Futuna).  

The SWAP project has therefore allocated ten US$3,000 funds to ten organisations to cover logistical 

fees (garbage bags, protective equipment [gloves, sanitizer], mobility costs, refreshments, etc.). 

Beneficiary associations were also asked to include in the event the production of audio-visual 

materials to promote the actions taken, and to serve as an awareness-raising tool for the Pacific 

Islands and beyond. 

To select the ten organisations, SWAP had issued a call for applications through Circular 21/86 of 10 

August 2021 (Appendix 1). Applications were due by 31 August 2021. Ten applications were 

submitted by the deadline. All applications were compliant and were selected. 

To contract with the organisations, Letters of Agreement were signed between SPREP and the 

associations. 

2. ABOUT THE ASSOCIATIONS INVOLVED  

The details of the 10 associations supported by SWAP to participate in the International Coastal 

Cleanup Day 2021 are provided in the table below, according to the order in which the application

3. DATA COLLECTION TRAINING 

3.1. Purpose of the training 

One of the main objectives of these activities was also to engage the participants in marine litter 

data collection and sharing. As such, two 2-hour training sessions were delivered by the New-

Zealand Charity Sustainable Coastlines, on dedicated to English-speaking participants and the second 

to French-speaking ones. All associations were requested to attend one of the two sessions. The 

training covered how to prepare and carry out a safe beach clean-up, and how to conduct a 

statistically reliable waste survey and audit during a beach cleanup using the United Nations 

Methodology.  

3.2. Goal of a statistically reliable waste survey and audit 

The purpose of the statistically waste survey is to accurately analyse the nature and type of waste 

encountered on a 2,000 square meter area. It is not a question of classifying waste by general 

typology (plastic, metal, wood, etc.) but of detailing the type of waste (bags, shoes, bottles, food 

containers, fishing nets, straws, etc.) with the aim of identifying the source of production and thus 

adapting the actions and the awareness. These surveys and audits can also be used as a tool for 

decision making by authorities when developing new waste management policies. 
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3.3. Data collection and sharing 

Following these trainings, organisations were invited to share their data, and survey and audit 

results in the Litter Intelligence Application (https://litterintelligence.org/) developed by Sustainable 

Coastlines. Unfortunately, only 6 associations files the application and shared their data. The

The data shared on the Litter Intelligence Application is shown in Appendix 2.   

During the seven surveys conducted, 4,218 pieces of rubbish were counted and analysed, which 

represents almost 357 kilos of waste. The two graphics below shown the distribution of the rubbish 

collected during the statistically waste surveys.

These two graphics highlight that plastic waste represent the most significative part (36%) of the 

rubbish collected and analysed including 31.6% of single used plastics1.  

4. OUTCOMES OF THE SWAP ACTIVITIES 

The information presented below are a summary of the 10 final reports submitted by the 

organisations that received funding support from SWAP for their involvement in the International 

Coastal Cleanup Day 2021, and compiled in Appendix 3. 

4.1. Clean-up actions conducted 

During the International Coastal Cleanup Day 2021, SWAP supported 10 activities including 5 actions 

in Wallis, 3 actions in Samoa, 1 action in Tonga and 1 action in Vanuatu. These 10 activities involved 

587 volunteers who collected and removed nearly 5,660 kilos of waste from the natural 

environment.  

The actions carried out by the 10 associations are outlined below. 

 

 
1 Single use plastics are products that are designed to be used once and then disposed of. This includes shopping bags, 

food wrappers, take-away containers, water bottle, straw, etc. 
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A. Activity conducted by A Vaka Heke

C. Activity conducted by Laumei Outrigger Canoe Club  

Overview of the activity: As a canoe club and given our activity, we have access to get out to areas 

that most people cannot, and don’t see every day and is almost always ignored. These areas are 

filled with plastic rubbish and other debris, that have been discarded into rivers.   

We are competent, safe and comfortable on the water and in this environment and are well suited 

and equipped to navigate our way there without damaging the reef, as we have a small footprint.  

We accessed these remote areas with our vaa canoes and began the clean-up. Then the rubbish bags 

were moved to the mainland by boat.

E. Activity conducted by VESS 

Overview of the activity: Since 2014, the Vanuatu Environmental Science Society has coordinated 

International Coastal Clean-ups in Vanuatu. This year, five clean-ups were completed. VESS 

organized two clean-up events of our own in Port Vila. Cleanups were completed along the beach 

and coastline at Ifira Point, and at Seafront Park.  Other groups that have organised their own clean-

up but with assistance provided by VESS includes, Vanuatu Climate Action Network (VCAN), National 

University of Vanuatu (NUV) and community groups. 

At the beginning of each of our clean-ups VESS staff gave a brief on litter data forms and allocated 

different groups to different section of the beach, park or streets to clean-up. In each group, one 

person was responsible for recording data while the others collect rubbish and called out to the 

scribe to mark down what they found. 

VESS ensured that the rubbish was properly disposed of after the event. Rubbish collectors were 

engaged to collect and dispose the rubbish at the landfill. 

Location: Clean-up was completed across five locations on Efate Island, Shefa Province, in Vanuatu 

These locations are Ifira Point beach, Seafront Park, Pango beach, Nambatu and Black sands. The 

areas are located at the South part of Efate Island. The beach at Ifira Point is next to a temporary 

domestic wharf in Port Vila and Pango Beach is located close to Pango village. Nambatu area is 

approximately 1km from Port Vila town centre.

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H. Activity conducted by FALEFĀ O MAKINĪ 

Overview of the activity: At the International Coastal Clean-up Day 2021, the participants gathered 

at 6:00 am in front of the Chapel of Falaleu for a briefing, reminder of the main safety instructions 

(wearing gloves, closed shoes ...) and distribution of gloves and rubbish bags.  

One group left from Lofaga to the place called Pule'aga and the second group started from Pule'aga 

to Tafe.  At the audit area, boards were put up for each category of waste (plastic, glass, wood, 

metal, iron, non-recyclable waste) in order to facilitate the sorting. After inventory and counting, the 

waste was bagged and taken to the landfill.  To close the operation, an awareness session on marine 

litter was given, followed by a friendly thank you to all participants.

I. Activity conducted by MNRE 

Overview of the activity: The Vaiusu village has just launched its Mangrove conservation plan and 

activities with the Ministry. They have offered full support to preserve and maintain the health care 

of their mangrove areas.   

Participants were dispatched to cover the whole area after briefing with trash bags, gloves and 

sanitizers distributed. The audit team from MNRE were also briefed and sorting site was identified 

with tarpaulins used for sorting. Collected wastes were sorted in 20 types.   

After all wastes were sorted and weighed, all the wastes were then transported to the Tafaigata 

landfill for disposal.

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J. Activity conducted by No Pelesitiki Campaign 

Overview of the activity: The International Coastal Clean-up Day 2021 activity was conducted at 2 

different sites along the Nukualofa foreshore: Site 1 was Constituency Tongatapu 2 Kolofoou/Fasi 

Seawall & Site 2 was Constituency Tongatapu 4 Fangaloto/Popua Beach. The two sites were selected 

to reflect different natural environments, one was a rocky seawall and the other was a beach 

sediment. The suggested 2 sites were picked so that we are able to further provide comparison 

opportunities between littering behaviour depending on the types and the amount of litter at each 

site. In addition, site 1 being in central Nukualofa and site 2 being at the outskirts of Nukualofa may 

also have different types of littering that can be compared.

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4.2. Overview of Waste Audits 

During the International Coastal Clean-up Day 2021, nearly 5,660 kilos of waste were collected and 

removed from the natural environment thanks to the engagement of 587 volunteers from Samoa, 

Tonga, Vanuatu, and Wallis and Futuna. The two graphics below shown the distribution of waste 

collected during these activities.

These two graphics highlight that plastic waste represent the most significative part (35%) of the 

rubbish collected. Of the plastic counted, over 33% of the plastic can be categorised as single use 

plastics. This includes shopping bags, food wrappers, take-away containers, water bottles and 

disposable nappies. 

The second most collected waste category is rubber waste with 1,552 kilos including 94.70% of used 

tires. 

4.3. Recommendations 

The data shared suggest that plastic waste, especially single-use plastics, is still very present on 

Pacific Island shorelines and beaches despite the actions undertaken by countries to collect and 

recycle plastics, and the development of regulatory frameworks to ban single-use plastics.  

SPREP strongly supports this global and regional movements which will have lasting positive effects 

on the local environment and natural resources, through the implementation of various programs, 

projects and initiatives such as SWAP project, PacWaste Plus Programme, Pacific Ocean Litter Project 

(POLP), or under other collaborations including the partnership with JICA. 

With the global trend moving towards banning and limiting plastic products it would be an excellent 

opportunity for Pacific islands to lead the charge in such a positive action. SPREP is in full support of 

actions towards a ban on single-use plastics. 
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5. Awareness materials produced 

The objective of the activities conducted was also to raise awareness among the participants, but 

also beyond the communities and associations involved in this event for all the Pacific Islands. To do 

this, applicants were requested to hire a consultant to produce audio-visual materials. Each 

candidate had the possibility to produce either a video to cover the day, or to produce portraits with 

quotations.  

Thus, 8 associations have produced video; VESS produced two videos: one in English and one in 

French.

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6. Follow-up 

6.1. Workshop 

As a follow-up of this activity and to enhance the results and materials produced, the SWAP project 

has planned a workshop dedicated to Marine Debris Management. This 2-hour workshop will be 

held virtually on March 10th, 2022. The concept note of this workshop is provided in Appendix 4.  

Objectives 

The objectives of this workshop are for participants to:  

 Understand the origins and the impacts of marine litter in order to develop and implement 

tools for raising awareness to address this problem; 

 Get practical information on how to prepare and conduct a clean-up campaign based on 

shared experience; and 

 Be informed about the value of conducting a statistically sound waste survey and audit.  

Content 

This online workshop will be structured in four parts:  

 The first part (25 minutes) aims to provide an overview of the marine litter problem: origins 

and sources of production of marine litter, potential impacts (financial revenues, human 

health, aquatic life, etc.) and how to raise awareness to address this issue;  

 The second part (30 minutes) focuses on the preparation and organization of a coastal 

clean-up campaign with the sharing of experience from an association that has been 

conducting clean-ups for several years;   

 The third part (20 minutes) aims to inform participants about the value of conducting a 

statistically reliable waste survey and audit during a beach clean-up using the United 

Nations Methodology. The objective of this session is to make the audience aware of the 

value of conducting this type of waste audit as a common tool for public awareness and 

decision making by authorities; and   

 The workshop will end with a 25-minute A/Q session. 

 

6.2. Training  

This workshop will be followed by a practical training on how to conduct a statistically sound waste 

survey and audit.  

This training aims to engage governments, communities, associations, etc. in a long-term monitoring 

of dedicated areas to highlight the initial state of the place and its evolution. The goal of this 

dedicated monitoring is to identify the sources of waste, implement actions and awareness 

campaigns to reduce the sources, monitor the impact of the actions undertaken, and adapt them if 

necessary.

Phase 1-We plan to launch 3 of our vaa or 6-man canoes to travel out to these remote areas 

and begin the clean-up plus hire a boat that will support us and carry all the rubbish bags 

back and forth to the mainland to deposit these rubbish bags. 

We plan a break for lunch then continue the clean-up.   

Phase 2- will be for data collection after the clean-up part to help assist in sorting and 

collecting info on the rubbish we have collected. 

We anticipate about 4-5 Hours for this important event. We plan to limit it to a group of 20 

volunteers due to our specific task and space on the vaa but will allow others to join on the 

mainline for sorting etc.  Although we are a small organization, we want to be a part of and 

play our role in raising awareness along with our brothers and sisters in other pacific 

countries that the choices we make in the community can have real impacts both positive 

and negative to our environment and encourage sustainability beginning with our club 

members and those we come into contact with in our community to be good stewards of the 

rivers and seas and then pass that knowledge down to other generations.

Organisation Description and History 

VESS is a local Non-Government Organisation, and our focus is on threatened and endemic 

species conservation and ecosystem protection. As well as projects to help dugongs and flying 

foxes, we have been conducted community clean-ups since we started in 2014 and have an 

emphasis on data collection. We are the national coordinator of the International Coastal 

Cleanup (ICC) in Vanuatu and have been participating in the global initiative and uploading 

our date since 2015. Our data have been used by the Vanuatu government to support the 

single-use plastics bans that have come into force recently. As a result, our clean-ups and 

work around raising awareness on the plastics problem, we have been involved in several 

plastic projects including the Selem plastic mo sevem solwota initiative where we, along with 

our partners, World Vison, RecycleCorp and ANZ Bank, bought back 1.4 million plastic bottles 

form the environment in June 2021. From that bottle buy back we sent the first container of 

plastic bottles back to Australia for bottle-to-bottle recycling. We are founding members of the 

ANZPAC plastics pact. Mostly our community clean-ups for the ICC have been unfunded. 

2. ABOUT THE CLEAN-UP DAY 

2.1. Overall information 

Description of the activity 

Since 2014, the Vanuatu Environmental Science Society has coordinated International 

Coastal Clean-ups in Vanuatu.  We involve volunteers in collecting litter on the coastlines, 

beach, waterways and streets. Annually, all around the world, the ICC event is conducted on 

the third weekend of September. We aim to raise awareness on the adverse impacts of 

plastics on marine environment and to record information about the collected litter, which can 

be useful for decision-making. The data that VESS has collected in the last five years has 

been uploaded to the global ocean trash database coordinated by the Ocean Conservancy 

and helped support the Vanuatu Government’s decision to the ban single-use plastic items 

including shopping bags and cutlery in Vanuatu. Every year we encourage people to do their 

own clean-up and collect data or to take part in VESS’s clean-up events. 

This year, five clean-ups were completed while others groups have committed to conduct 

clean-ups later this year. VESS organized two clean-up events of our own in Port Vila. Clean-

ups were completed on the 17th and 18th of September along the beach and coastline at Ifira 

Point, and at Seafront Park.  

Other groups that have organised their own clean-up but with assistance provided by VESS 

includes, Vanuatu Climate Action Network (VCAN), National University of Vanuatu (NUV) and 

community groups. VCAN is a national non-governmental organisation who works closely with 

communities, youth groups, NGO’s and civil societies in Vanuatu on different aspects of 

climate change. Their clean-up was with a youth group at Pango village on Saturday 18th of 
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September at the beach near the village. Environmental science students studying at the 

National University of Vanuatu did their clean-up on the 30th of September. They conducted 

the activity at Nambatu area of Port Vila, along the street close to a storm drain that enters the 

harbour.  The Devil’s Point community completed their clean-up at Blacksands Beach on the 

2nd of October. All these groups sent the data to VESS to be included in our report and for the 

data to be uploaded to the global database. VESS provided plastic bags, reusable gloves, 

pencils, and litter datasheets to each group. We also gave them SWAP project selfie frames 

to use. VESS’s ICC clean-up events (Ifira Point and Seafront) started at 9:30am and other 

clean-up activities started at 10am and finished at around midday.  

Information about the ICC was made public via the VESS Facebook page and email 

newsletter. VCAN has also informed their network members about the event.  

At the beginning of each of our clean-ups VESS staff gave a brief on litter data forms and 

allocated different groups to different section of the beach, park or streets to clean-up. The 

litter forms were designed by VESS, adapted from the ICC litter forms but made suitable for 

our data needs in Vanuatu whilst staying compatible with the OC’s ocean trash database. 

Participants were grouped into 3 to 4 individuals and were provided with reusable hang gloves, 

pencil, clipboards, and datasheets. In the group, one person was responsible for recording 

data while the others collect rubbish and called out to the scribe to mark down what they found.  

Island roots, a local videography and photography company, were hired to captured photos 

and videos during clean-up at Ifira Point, Seafront and Pango beach as well as conducted 

interviews with some of the participants during clean-ups. A group photo was taken at the end 

of clean-up with litter bags and selfie frame designed by the SWAP team. 

We distributed eco-bags to the participants during the two-day event. This promotional 

material also raises awareness of plastic pollution on land and marine ecosystems.  

VESS ensured that the rubbish was properly disposed of after the event. Rubbish collectors 

were engaged to collect and dispose the rubbish at the landfill. Our rubbish bags from Ifira 

Point were collected right after the clean-up by CK rubbish removal company. The Port Vila 

Municipal Council has collected the bags at Seafront and Devil’s Point, and at Pango beach, 

the litter bags have been collected by Pango Green Force rubbish removal company. The 

rubbish collectors were either paid directly or VESS purchased pre-paid rubbish bags which 

includes the collection. While, the National University have used their private vehicle to 

dispose the litter bags at the landfill. 

Location of the clean-up activity:  

Clean-up was completed across five locations on Efate Island, Shefa Province, in Vanuatu 

These locations are Ifira Point beach, Seafront Park, Pango beach, Nambatu and Black sands. 

The areas are located at the South part of Efate Island. The beach at Ifira Point is next to a 

temporary domestic wharf in Port Vila and Pango Beach is located close to Pango village. 

Nambatu area is approximately 1km from Port Vila town centre.

In Figures a) to e) the clean-up location is marked in the red polygons. Participants estimated 

and recorded the clean-up distance in the clean-up datasheets however we have used google 

earth map to measure the distance. So, at the Ifira Point beach volunteers collected rubbish 

at a distance of 0.45Km, 0.35Km on Seafront Park and 1km at Pango Point, 1.01km at 

Nambatu and 1.1 at Devil’s Point. Figure f) below shows the locations on Efate island.

 7h15 Départ.   Voici comment s’est organisée l’opération : Le 1er groupe Cuisine du nombre de 11 est resté préparer le repas tandis que 54 bénévoles prennent en main le nettoyage. Quatre personnes du Service de la Prévention sont arrivées en retard et donc ont commencé le nettoyage de la plage de Vailala à partir de chez Melesete, Falepuka, jusqu’à la chapelle de St Jean Baptiste.  Ainsi 44 sont partis nettoyer les îlots. Parmi ce nombre 10 se sont portés volontaires pour travailler avec Mélina Fotofili sur l’étude scientifique proposée par le Projet Swap (Commiting to Sustainable waste Actions in the Pacific). Ce rapport sera joint à ce bilan.  7h45 Les  34 participants se mettent du côté du récif puis ramassent  les déchets en traversant l’ilôt, les déposent ensuite sur la plage côté lagon facilitant ainsi leur récupération et ainsi de suite jusqu’au bout.  10h Retour du 1er groupe avec leurs déchets. Ce dernier dès leur arrivée s’est dirigée vers la plage de Tufu’one, côte ouest puis  commence le ramassage des déchets aux endroits ciblés deux semaines auparavant.  
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11h Nettoyage de l’ilôt Nukufotu. Les déchets n’étaient pas nombreux mais il y en a eu quand même.  11h30 Retour sur Nukuloa pour récupérer tous les sacs poubelles déposés sur la plage du côté du lagon.  12h, Nous remontons satisfaits d’avoir réussi en ce jour et en quelques heures l’extraction de ces volumes de déchets.  13h Repas  14h30 Programme de la 2ème partie de la journée :  Les bénévoles se partagent  en 4 groupes.  Groupe A : 3 bateaux  avec les hommes forts se dirigent vers Tufu’one aux endroits ciblés pour récupérer tous les pneus coincés sous les arbres ou dans le sable. Ces derniers sont utilisés pour la sortie ou la mise en mer d’un bateau. Hors lorsque une dépression arrive les pneus se dispersent et se réfugient ailleurs dans le sable ou coincés entre les racines des arbres du bord de mer. Des pneus de toutes les tailles. Groupe B : Ce groupe va nettoyer le lieu dit « Komia ». Un dépôt sauvage comme à Ha’afuasia. Petite falaise sympathique regorgeant de saletés de toutes sortes. Une petite visite auprès de cette petite famille sera indispensable. Le groupe C : est chargé du nettoyage au lieu dit « Faiafa ». Même cas de figure que Komia mais multiplié par 4. Des déchets qui remontent à quelques années. Un cochon mort venait tout juste d’être déposé la veille au bas de la pente. En observant les différents objets, le groupe a conclu que c’est un milieu aisé qui en est le propriétaire. Enormément de couches jonchaient le sol. Cette découverte a inquiété le Docteur Emmanuel Gentit. Il nous a conseillé de ne pas les toucher à cause des différentes maladies... Nous nous sommes armés de gants et nous avons tout sorti de là, le mot d’ordre est de « laisser la nature propre ». Ce n’est pas le premier tas, en 2018, nous avons délogé 1tonne de couches au trou de Fatima. La sensibilisation n’est pas prête de finir... Les propriétaires de ce lieu envisage de fermer ce chemin qui donne sur la mer. Quelques jours avant l’opération, un joueur de cricket est passé tailler une batte : il coupe l’arbre, enlève la partie qu’il veut tailler, abandonne le reste en travers du chemin, puis dépose son sac poubelle à côté. Trouvez l’erreur. Le groupe D : est désigné pour nettoyer le trajet (Falefono – Tu’a’utua), cette partie n’a pas été ramassée par manque de temps. Le groupe désigné a prêté main forte au Groupe C. Le groupe E : s’occupe des couverts et du rangement des lieux puis aide au tri. Le groupe F : reste faire le tri.  Sous la direction de Talila  Goepfert et de Melesete Mailagi avec Chiara Haufekai. Un moment important car les membres de l’association organisent cette activité avec rigueur. A savoir que les déchets se retrouvent classés par catégorie. Un moment opportun car ils forment les nouveaux bénévoles, redonnent une formation aux habitués et ainsi de suite et leur insuffler l’idée suivante pourquoi pas envisager un tri à la maison. Les chargements arrivent par le haut et par la mer. Cette plage de Tufu’one se voit enfin débarrassée de toute la masse de pneus qui polluaient cet environnement.  Les déchets qui datent sont tout de suite intégrés dans la catégorie des « Plastiques Divers ». Cette masse de déchets plastiques interpelle les gens que nous sommes à essayer de réduire l’utilisation de cette matière. Les couches forment à elles seules une masse  importante. Le DCP flottant récupéré sur la côte Ouest ainsi que les cordes  une de 4 m au même lieu et une autre bleue de 10 m ramenée de l’ilôt pèsent très très lourd.

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EVENT REPORT 
INTERNATIONAL COASTAL CLEANUP 

DAY- TONGA 
18 SEPTEMBER 2021 

AFD, SPREP, NPC 
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The No Pelesitiki Campaign (NPC)- Tonga community joined 10 groups in the Pacific from Samoa, Tonga, Vanuatu and Wallis and Futuna to hold an event to mark the International Coastal Clean-up Day on the 18th September 2021 with financial support from SPREP under their SWAP project. Marine litter is a global, intergenerational and trans-boundary issue that negatively affects the environment, people and coastal economics around the world, including our Pacific Island nations. No Pelesitiki was very fortunate to represent Tonga in implementing this event for the International Day while continuing our monthly clean-up of the Nukualofa foreshores to demonstrate the importance of cleaning up our shores and coastlines to avoid plastic from getting into the ocean and harming our marine lives and ecosystems and our main food source: the ocean. Furthermore, today we made a huge progress in terms of advancing knowledge on litter segregation after we picked up rubbish, we sorted them, counted, weighed, recorded then enter into a database that can be shared with the region by SPREP. Through this funding support from SPREP, No Pelesitiki participated this week to a Litter Intelligent training that was really an eye opener for our small community-based group. It was however very encouraging to be part of something so advanced and joined co-champions in our region to learn more about how to improve on our current work with litter clean up. The event catered for 100 people but 147 people turned up.    Why do we go out and measure rubbish? Because we can only improve on things we can measure.   The day’s activity was conducted at 2 different sites along the Nukualofa foreshore: Site 1 was Constituency Tongatapu 2 Kolofoou/Fasi Seawall & Site 2 was Constituency Tongatapu 4 Fangaloto/Popua Beach. The two sites were selected to reflect different natural environments, one was a rocky seawall and the other was a beach sediment. The suggested 2 sites were picked so that we are able to further provide comparison opportunities between littering behaviour depending on the types and the amount of litter at each site. In addition, site 1 being in central Nukualofa and site 2 being at the outskirts of Nukualofa may also have different types of littering that can be compared.  Through litter auditing (sorting, measure/weigh and recording) we can find a trend in the near future after repeated exercise, on change in behaviour that results from a change in mindset due to awareness works we contribute to. We also can see the customer preferences through the litter auditing and the majority of litter collected at both sites were junk food, noodles wrappers, soda cans and takeaway containers and lots of plastic bags. It reflects our diet preferences linked to health issues. Ms. Sandradee Fifita, Head of Fair-Trade & Customer Rights of Ministry of Trade and Economic Development (MTED) was also present to take lessons learnt to help link litter auditing outcomes to their work objectives and customer preferences and interests. It was indeed a very useful tool for many uses and will also be shared with the health department for NCDs to be aware of the result of our sorting of the litter from the 2x50m areas and its implications on diet preferences that affects health due to lifestyle. Other litter categories that were identified in the sorting included diapers/wipes/tissues, plastic broken toys and home appliances, broken fishing rods/lines, broken jewelleries/pieces of clothing/shoes, glass bottles ad containers, batteries, wood and lots of foil.   The other observation we made was that there were bigger and heavier litter at the seawall site because it was located at central Nuku’alofa where fresh litters were dropped every day. The overall amount of litter weighed at site 1 was 49.15kg. The beach site to the end of the eastern Nukualofa had more litter remnants and plastic resins and smaller broken plastics with lighter weights, which showed litter that has been there for a very long time. The overall amount of litter weighed at site 2 was 23.30kg. The beach site is at the outskirt of central Nukualofa. The amounts of litter weighed were entered into the SPREP database.   The NPC was grateful for the presence of the 2 candidates from these 2 areas Dr. Uhilamoelangi Fasi & Hon. Tatafu Lestimasi T. Moeaki of MTED for joining their constituencies and networks as champions of No Pelesitiki to attend the event and pick up rubbish with the communities and performed Litter Auditing. The Catholic church also joint force with NPC for this event as the month 
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of September, their church focusses on the importance of being good stewards of God’s creation. They too were very happy to be exposed to litter auditing. The NPC core team from the Anglican Church led by our youths from Fasi & Afi All Saints, and guided by the mentors, together with the help of our audio-visual team was able to successfully mark the  International Coastal Cleanup Day with a big visibility for SPREP especially with the new advance knowledge of litter auditing which was the first to be done in the community and it added value to the works done by NPC for the past two years during the awareness programme and monthly coastal clean-up. The successful event really shed a brighter light into why we continue to pick up rubbish but more so now what we can do with the data from the litter auditing in order to improve our awareness and advocacy efforts on the ground to change mindset thus lifestyle.  In the awareness speeches from community leaders and NPC mentors, the crowd was again reminded of the importance of why we must reduce the use of single use plastics in Tonga in order to be able to live healthily, eating organic fish and seafood for a little bit longer, avoid diseases, live in a cleaner environment but more so, to play our role as good stewards of God's creation. Senior Magistrate Penisimani Ma'u in his opening prayer reminded everyone of our rightful responsibility to God’s creation, the living organisms around us and to each other as fellow human beings.  We do what we do now to show our young people optional solutions in life for a future that they'll need to figure out without us on how to survive in a badly damaged world due to severe impacts of climate change and crazy pandemics amongst the many unknowns of a future we won't be in. Help them now, guide them now, teach them now. One day they'll understand why we act as crazy people who wake up early on a Saturday morning to pick up rubbish and count/weigh them. That day will come because this world is getting more and more damaged. Our children must be taught to think resilience now. A vital part of the NPC effort is mentorship, leadership and guidance of young people and community leaders.   Green advocate caterer, Noa & Nika provided great refreshments that were packaged in cute petite coconut baskets to reinforce the messages of not using single plastic bags in Tonga. The logistics was successfully co-funded by SWAP of SPREP and NPC. The audiovisual budget assisted with the logistics high costs after negotiating with the audiovisual service provider to lower their costs. I. CONTEXTE 

 
A. Context 

Marine pollution results from entry into the ocean of harmful chemicals, polluted wastewaters, 
industrial, agricultural and residential waste, garbage from ships, and the spread of invasive 
organisms. A major source of marine pollution is related to plastics that are intentionally thrown 
from shore or boats or are unintentionally carried by winds or streams.  
A report by the Ellen MacArthur Foundation has revealed that there are now over 150 million tonnes 
of plastic in the oceans. That's about one tonne of plastic for every three tonnes of fish. If the trend 
continues, plastic will outweigh fish in the oceans by 2050.  
Pacific islands are particularly vulnerable to the impacts of marine litter, due to the particular value 
and sensitivity of their coastal environments. 
To discuss this issue and the tools than can be used in the struggle against this marine litter problem 
(awareness, cleanups, audits, etc.), SPREP, through the SWAP project, plans to conduct of a two-
hour virtual meeting to be held in March 2022. 
 
This online workshop will be structured in four parts: 

 The first part (25 minutes) aims to provide an overview of the marine litter problem: origins 
and sources of production of marine litter, potential impacts (financial revenues, human 
health, aquatic life, etc.) and how to raise awareness to address this issue; 

 The second part (30 minutes) focuses on the preparation and organization of a coastal clean-
up campaign with the sharing of experience from an association that has been conducting 
clean-ups for several years;  

 The third part (20 minutes) aims to inform participants about the value of conducting a 
statistically reliable waste survey and audit during a beach clean-up using the United Nations 



 
Methodology. The objective of this session is to make the audience aware of the value of 
conducting this type of waste audit as a common tool for public awareness and decision 
making by authorities; and  

 The workshop will end with a 25-minute A/Q session.
